
Activities:

Hang a sign in front of the classroom door that says, 
“Welcome to Heaven.”  Hand children a keychain with keys 
that are labeled “talented," “funny," "cool," "sweet," and 
"smart." Let them take turns trying each key. Explain that 
being those things is not what it takes to get into heaven as 
each key is tried. After they have run out of keys, pull out a 
key labeled "grace." It will open the door. Explain that 
GRACE stands for God's Riches At Christ's Expense. It is a free 
gift from God. We just have to accept it. We can't do 
anything to earn it.

Show children tickets for ball game, airplane, movie. Discuss 
what each one is. Can we go to these things without the 
tickets? Can you buy a ticket to heaven? No, and even if 
you could, it would be too expensive for any person to 
afford. Our ticket to heaven isn't a what, but a Who. Jesus is 
the way to heaven. He bought everyone's ticket when He 
died on the cross. All we have to do is accept our free tickets. 
Sometimes tickets to events are sold out, but heaven is never 
sold out. 

God calls Himself the Alpha & Omega, the first and last 
letters of the Greek alphabet (John wrote Revelation in 
Greek, so this is like calling God A and Z). Have children 
come up with something from the Bible for each letter in the 
alphabet (Adam, Bethlehem, Christ, etc.).
