Saul was given a clear instruction by God.
He decided to do part of what God
commanded, but then he did part of it his
own way. He let his self will make the
decisions instead of just following God's
orders. God had said to destroy everything
that belonged to the Amalekites, but he
kept the best animals. When Samuel caught
him, he said that it was to make sacrifices to
God. This may have been true, or it may
have just been an excuse. Whatever his
reasons, Samuel is blunt: disobeying God is
as bad as worshiping idols. That's a serious
crime!

They must answer as quickly as
possible and the sillier the better-use this as an example of how
ridiculous we are when we make excuses.)
